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ABD Bagkanlik Sisteminin Liderlik Boyutunun incelenmesi

Examining the Leadership Dimension of the US Presidency System
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Ozet

Son yillarda ABD bagkanlik sistemi, {izerinde bir¢ok arastirma yapilan bir konu
haline gelmistir. Ulkemizde, parlamenter sistem yerine, bagkanlik sisteminin getirilmesi
konulu tartigmalar olmustur. Bu siirecte, Tiirkiye’de baskanlik sisteminin yapisi, yogun
bir sekilde tartisilmistir. Bu siliregte, ABD baskanlik sistemi giindeme gelmistir. Bu
arastirma cercevesinde, ABD baskanlik sistemi, liderlik boyutuyla deneysel olarak
incelenmistir. Bu amagla, 2016 yilinda, Istanbul’da, devlet ve vakif {iniversitelerinde
okuyan 6grencilere anket uygulanmistir. Arastirmaya 734 6grenci katilmistir. Arastirma
sonucunda, siyasi konulara ilgi duyan {iiniversite Ogrencilerinin, ABD baskaninin
entelektiiel liderligi, ABD bagkaniin icraci liderligi ve ABD baskanlik sisteminde
liderlik algilar1 arasinda istatistiki olarak anlamli farklilik bulunmustur.
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Abstract

The US presidential system has become a subject of much research in recent
years. Particularly in our country, there have been discussions on the introduction of
the presidential system instead of the parliamentary system. In this study, how to have a
structure of the presidential system in Turkey, widely discussed and this eventually
became the US presidential agenda. Within this research framework, the US
presidential system has been experimentally examined in terms of leadership. For this
purpose, a questionnaire was applied to students who were studying at state and
foundation universities in Istanbul in 2016. 734 students participated in the survey. As a
result of the research, university students who are interested in political topics,
statistically significant differences were found between US president’s intellectual
leadership, US president’s executive leadership and leadership perceptions in the US
presidential system.
